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Cell Cycle Flipbook
In this activity you will be creating a flipbook to show the stages of the Cell Cycle.  Drawings of each step have been provided for you.  You will need to match the six steps listed below with the correct card on your flipbook sheet.  The images are not drawn in the correct order on your flipbook sheet.  Number and write each step title at the top of its matching flipbook card.  Make sure to write the description for each step from this sheet (listed below) on your flipbook cards as well.  

Cell Cycle: 
1. Interphase – G1, S, G2 = Time between divisions where cell grows and replicates DNA.  Nuclear membrane is present.  DNA remains uncoiled as chromatin.  
2. Prophase = First stage of mitosis.  Nuclear membrane breaks down and nuclear membrane disappears.  DNA coils into chromosomes.  Spindle fibers form from each centriole.  
3. Metaphase = Second stage of mitosis.  Spindle fibers move chromosomes to the center of the dividing cell. 
4. Anaphase = Third stage of mitosis.  Chromatids of each chromosome separate at the centromere and move toward opposite ends of the dividing cell. 
5. Telophase = Fourth stage of mitosis.  Chromatids reach opposite ends of the cell.  Chromatids uncoil into chromatin.  A nuclear membrane re-forms in each of the two new cells.  
6. Cytokinesis = The cytoplasm of the two new cells is completely divided when a cleavage furrow forms between them.  In plant cells, this cleavage furrow is called a cell plate.  
Once you have identified and written a description of each step on the correct flipbook cards, color each of the following structures correctly on your cards.  BE CAREFUL NOT TO MISS ANYTHING! 
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- Chromatin= blue 

 or
- Chromatids/Chromosomes = orange 
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- Centromeres = green

- Nuclear Membrane = yellow
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- Cell Membrane = red
 

- Nucleoli = purple
